She enjoyed belly/ear
rubs, camping, birthday cupcakes, long hikes, carrots, bananas, and spending
time with her mawmaw and pawpaw. Smiling in her daddy’s arms, Ducky went
back to heaven on April 18, 2021, leaving the world a kinder place for the
decade she spent here.
